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4. Public Participation

 Mr. Wick:  The Independent Party is doing (inaudible).  I’ve heard the argument that the 
Independent Party has a small number of registered voters and that therefore cannot 
(inaudible) nominations for boards and commissions.  To say that the Independent Party has 
a small number of registered voters is true.  It is also irrelevant.  The belief that the 
Independent Party is not eligible to submit nominations for appointments is not true.  As a 
result of the November 3 election, the Independent Party is now recognized by the State of 
Connecticut Elections Division as having the same ballot status as the two major parties.  
We’ve got plenty of votes.  The 6 Independent Party candidates received a total of 9,526 
votes, less than the 6 Republican candidates to be sure, but 22.5% more than the 6 
Democratic candidates.  What matters is the number of votes received, not the number of 
votes registered to the party.  As of October 20th last year, 13 days before the election, the 
number of registered voters in town were:  3,565 Republicans, 3,514 Democrats, and $7,178 
neither.  The number of voters registered determined to (inaudible) boards and commissions 
does not need an election.  It is a (inaudible) the preference for those who voted for the 
Independent Party candidates must not be ignored.  I delivered this with nominations for the 
minority positions that need to be filled as of February 1 to the Town Manager last Friday.  I 
hope that these nominations will be taken seriously and that (inaudible) in accordance with 
the results of the election.  Thank you.

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4. Proclamation – Wear Red Day for Women’s/American Heart Association 
 

PROCLAMATION 
 
WHEREAS, diseases of the heart are the nation’s leading cause of death and stroke is the 
third leading cause of death; 
 

WHEREAS, cardiovascular disease claims the lives of nearly 460,000 American females 
each year, approximately one death per minute;   
 

WHEREAS, each year, 53% of all deaths due to cardiovascular disease and 61% of stroke 
deaths occur in females; 
 

WHEREAS, too many women die each year because they are unaware that heart disease is 
their No. 1 killer; 
 

WHEREAS, in 2010, the direct and indirect cost of cardiovascular disease in the US 
including stroke, is estimated to be $503.2 billion;

7. Chairman’s Report 
 
 Mr. Primini:  There was a question by Mr. Rinaldi as far as the appointment of the Town 

Attorney.  Does everybody have a copy?  I’m going to read it into the record:

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 Dear Attorney Jessell: 
 

This letter is in response to your request for a legal opinion regarding whether or not the 
Town Attorney’s term of office automatically expires upon the election of a new Town 
Council and or whether or not the Town Manager is required to provide a list of potential 
appointees to a new Town Council. 
 
In short, the answer to both questions is no.  The Town Charter does not set a specific term of 
office for the Town Attorney other than to clearly state that such can be terminated upon a 
vote of five members. 
 
The term of office of the Town attorney appointed after the 1987 municipal election and/or 

any town Attorney thereafter appointed may be terminated from time to time by the Council, 

whenever it determines by a vote of not less than five (5) members that such termination is in 

the best interests of the Town”.¹ 

 
Under the Retainer Agreement between the Town of Watertown and Slavin, Stauffacher and 
Scott, LLC, either the Town or the firm may terminate the contract with reasonable notice but 
it is provided further that “Unless sooner terminated, the term of this Retainer Agreement 

shall be until a successor Town Attorney is appointmed.”² 
 
Thus neither the Charter nor the existing contract provide for an automatic termination upon 
the election f a new Town Council. 
 
With respect to the second issue of whether the Town Manager is required to provide a list of 
the potential appointees to a new Town Counsel, the Town Charter provides that: 
 
The Town Manager shall, within fifteen (15) days of the creation of a vacancy in the office of 

the Town Attorney, submit in writing to the Council, the names, qualifications, and proposed 

fee schedules or retainers of not less than three (3) nor more than five (5) attorneys or firms 

whom he recommends, as able to fulfill the duties of Town aTtorney.³ 

 
The obligation to submit the names only arises when there is a vacancy in the office.  It is not 
triggered automatically by the election of a new Town Council.  Thus nothing automatically 
happens unless five members of the Town Council wish to terminate the contract and appoint 
a new Town Attorney.  My research also indicates that this is consistent with what had been 
done in the past when the same political party retained control of the Town Council.

Mr. Primini:  I further researched this and I went through the Town Meeting Minutes and 
the last time this was done was in 2003.  At that time (inaudible) list of Town Council 
members at that time that were on here, so (inaudible) Elaine Adams, Lee Archer, Karl 
Fisher, Raymond Hebert Jr., Robert Kane, Raymond Primini, Paul Rinaldi, Paul Valente and 
Richard Wick.  The only change between this Town Council and the previous one was Karl 
Fisher who replaced Jean King, so this was done before, 2003 was the last time that I know it 
was done, I don’t know if it was every done before, but if anybody needs a copy of that letter 
the Town Manager will be more than happy to give you a copy. 
 
As far as the submission to boards and commissions, I’m going to have the Town Manager 
contact the Town Attorney for a legal interpretation on the minority representation.  We do 
want to work with everybody, we volunteer and I want to get a legal opinion on this 
(inaudible) I think this could be resolved and (inaudible).  This town never had this issue 
before, 3 parties, and I’d like to get this resolved as soon as possible so that we can all work 
together on this Town Council for the (inaudible) for the Town. 
 

Mr. Rinaldi:  I was on the Council for the past 2003, the issue was never discussed publicly 
(inaudible).  I did speak to Chairman Kane at the time, we did not agree on the issue 
(inaudible).  Just for the record there were a few other issues that were discussed between me 
and Chairman Kane (inaudible) but it’s not only the public record.  That doesn’t mean I just 
want to go back to the opinion, I still think we should have voted for the Town Attorney.  I 
think we need 5 votes (inaudible) still would have come out with the same name, but I think 
it would have been more proper.  (Inaudible.)  I’m still going to maintain that (inaudible).  
When Attorney Summa was contacted, was he notified that we didn’t vote on this? 
 

Mr. Primini:  That’s what (inaudible). 

 
Mr. Rinaldi:  (Inaudible) didn’t vote?  Okay, that’s it. 

 
Mr. Primini:  I just want to make that clear, this is not the first time, nothing was done to 
bypass any process. 

 
Mr. Rinaldi:  I just said I disagreed with it the first time. 

 
Mr. Primini:  It’s on record.  Does anybody else have a comment?  Maybe nothing was done 
on the (inaudible) like this but it has been done and I don’t know if any other, I researched 
back to 2003, the meeting minutes are (inaudible).  Maybe that’s something we can refer to 
future Town Councils. 
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Ms. Adams:  Did we vote to terminate Franklin’s contract?  Franklin was the town attorney 
before Paul came in in 2003.  According to, (inaudible) vote attorney.  (Inaudible) it’s not so 
much voting on the town attorney, but like Paul said it’s bothering people. 

 

Mr. Primini:  It was done in 2003. 
 

Mr. Frigon:  If you’re looking to me for an answer, I’ll have Paul respond, this is his 
opinion. I can read his opinion and interpret my way as well and I’m not sure I understood 
the question either.  I did not hear the question. 

 

Ms. Adams:  The question was (inaudible) town attorney, did we vote to terminate Franklin? 
 

Mr. Rinaldi:  No, that’s never been done. 
 

Ms. Adams:  I don’t remember doing that.  (Inaudible) go back and (inaudible). 
 

Mr. Primini:  Look at the minutes of . . . .2003 year?  Yea. (inaudible) I checked the agendas 
too and I checked all around, there was never anything mentioned about the attorney on the 
agenda.  I went on the computer and researched back then the meeting minutes (inaudible). 
 

Ms. Adams:  It says in the last paragraph, the obligation to submit the names only arises 
when there is a vacancy in the office.  It is not triggered automatically by the election of a 
new Town Council, thus nothing automatically happens unless five members of the Town 
Council wish to terminate the contract and appoint a new town attorney.  I can remember 
voting to terminate (inaudible) I don’t know.

 A. Public Works Subcommittee 

 
  Mr. Winn:  We talked about the snow removal budget.  So far this year we’ve had 

17.75 inches of snow.  We’ve had a budget of $188,000 of overtime was (inaudible). 
 Sand and salt was $175,000, we’ve used $75,000 worth, we have $100,000 left.  
We’re in pretty good shape for this year.  Other than that, the Town Manager 
(inaudible). 

 
 B. Finance Subcommittee 
 

  Mr. Fusco:  We had a very good first meeting and we are going to meet on February 
9th at 7:00 p.m. at the Watertown (inaudible) we have our meeting, we’ll have 
another meeting to address the communication problem and possibly the health 
insurance or our self insured problem.  This is going to be a big one so you’ll be 
getting a notice in the mail when we decide exactly who is coming to it so we’ll have 
our agenda set up. 

 

9. Town Manager’s Report 
 
 Mr. Frigon:   
 Massachusetts Senator Race 
 Coakley has conceded to Brown in the Massachusetts Senate Race. 
 
 Landfill 
 I want to report on the present and future status of our landfill and it’s permanent status.  As 

you may or may not know, the landfill has been operating for some number of years under an 
interim status, licensed by the Connecticut State Department of Environmental Protection 
and the Federal Environmental Protection Agency.  That interim status was put into place a 
number of years ago and it was there for a reason.  The objective of that status was to identify 
potentially hazardous areas in the then closed landfill and it provided protection to the 
potentially hazardous areas while ensuring against any harmful exposures and it also 
monitored all of the groundwater.  We have been in that interim status for a number of years 
now and both the Connecticut Department of Environmental Protection and the Federal 
Environmental Protection Agency are now moving us, or transitioning us from our present 
status into a stewardship status.  What this is intended to do is, at the end of the day or at the 
end of the decade, in 2020, we have to have our landfill permanently closed.  The 
stewardship application and process will move us towards that direction.  The good news 
here is our Town Councils over the years and certainly our staff have made some great 
recommendations where we, as a Town, have invested very wisely in regard to our landfill.  
We are well along that road to closure.  We have identified as mandated in our permit all of 
those potential areas, we have capped those areas, and we continue on a quarterly basis to 
monitor not only those areas but the entire landfill area.  What the stewardship status will do 
is it will now bring us to the next and final phase and that is to explore any other hazards 
other than those hazards that might present some human exposure. 
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 Again we’ve been working toward that for a number of years right now so while you will 

hear I’m certain from other communities in the State who are in a similar situation as the 
Town of Watertown we are far ahead of where they might be.  So we’re not going to contest, 
not that it might (inaudible) but we’re not going to contest but will be working with the State 
of Connecticut and the Federal Environmental Protection Agency in #1 filing our 
stewardship application, and that will happen within the next 3 to 4 weeks.  The application 
itself, the State, in recognition of the economic difficulties placed on the municipalities, has 
waived any permit fees for this particular application.  From the application we move into the 
actual stewardship program and planning and for that the Town will be required, well not 
required but will have an L.E.P., a Licensed Environmental professional assist us with the 
planning and the reporting over the next decade.  Chairman Primini you may recall, maybe 
two years ago there was an R.F.P. that the Town published to select an L.E.P. to help us in 
the interim status and during the stewardship status.  The State began, in recognition of the 
difficulties we’re having is looking at some mitigation if you will of some of our testing that 
we perform right now.  Because Watertown’s testing has come back quarterly and has not 
produced any alarming results they’re looking at possibly relaxing some of those reporting 
standards and allow us to use some of the money that we might normally spend on reporting 
and use that towards an L.E.P.  Again we don’t have a lot of research to do, we shouldn’t 
have a lot of digging to do, I’m certain they’re going to have a surprise or two, but we’re well 
along, so the State of Connecticut and the Federal Environmental Protection Agency are 
working very closely with us.  We are mandated to be at the meetings.  We have one again 
next week and they will be ongoing to help us through the process.  We’re taking it seriously. 
 Again we’re very fortunate to be where we are and we don’t anticipate, at least at this point 
in time, that we should experience many surprises before the final closure which will be in 
the year 2020, so we are moving into that phase.

Wolf Hill Road – from its intersection with Woodbury Road (Route 6), a distance of 
approximately 334 feet (0.063 miles) being a 50 foot right of way as shown on a 
subdivision map entitled:  “B.C.D. Subdivision, Woodbury Road, Subdivision Plan, 
Dean Cafora, James Belta & Carl DeCarli, 2625 Park Avenue, Unit 2A, Bridgeport, 
CT  06604, dated 11/18/87, Scale 1” = 40’, Sheet 1 of 10”, prepared by Henry W. 
Hart, P.E., RLS and on file in the Watertown Town Clerk’s Office as Map #2460, 
then continuing an additional 2,690 feet (0.509 miles) to a temporary cul-de-sac, 
being a 50 foot right of way as shown on subdivision maps entitled “Wolf Hill 
Subdivision” prepared by Roy V. Cheney LLS and on file in the Watertown Town 
Clerk’s Office as Map #3285 and Map #3287 for a total length of approximately 
3,024 feet (0.573 miles). 
 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Watertown Town Council accepts 
the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Commission that the above 
described street be incorporated into the Town of Watertown road system.
