a. Consider appointments to board and commissions.
1. Consider the nomination of Michael Brown, 348 Lovely Drive, Watertown, CT to be appointed a Constable to fill the expired term of Salvatore LaRosa for a term to ending January 31, 2010.

b. Presentation and discussion regarding Watertown Renewable Power, LLC’s (Tamarack Energy, Inc.) proposal for the construction and maintenance of a 30 MW biomass gasification generating project to be located at Echo Lake Road, Watertown

c. Consider authorizing utilization of 2006 Homeland Security Funding in the amount of $10,000 to purchase a one year contract with Code Red for emergency “reverse 911” notification service.

d. Consider an appropriation in the amount of $6,641.08 for the purchase of a high band radio mandated by the State Emergency Management and Homeland Security.  The Town has received a check from the Council of Governments of Naugatuck Valley for reimbursement.

e. Consider authorizing a bid waiver for a dehydrator turnout gear drying rack to be purchased directly from the manufacturer, Archimedes Products, Inc. of New York for an amount not to exceed $5,875.

f. Discussion and possible action regarding the Sylvan Lake Road Project and possible action on whether or not to proceed with the project.

g. Consider an appropriation in the amount of $4,548 from the General Fund  for installing a three phase power line to the transfer station for use by the trash compactor.

h. Consider adoption of a policy to support the nondiscrimination agreements and warranties required under Connecticut General Statutes.  This agreement is required for various agreements with the State of Connecticut.

i. Consider a resolution authorizing the Town Manager to enter into and execute on behalf of the Town of Watertown an agreement for a cash grant toward the purchase of a wheelchair accessible motor vehicle for services to elderly and disabled persons.

j. Consider a bid waiver for the participation of a bid process under the Greater New Haven Transit District and to authorize the Town Manager to execute a memorandum of understanding for this purpose.

k. Consider an appropriation from the General Fund in the amount of $2,617 for additional testing services for the Lakeview Estates Subdivision in the amount of $1,256.20 and for the Windy Ridge Subdivision in the amount of $1,360.08.  Inspection fees funds have already been deposited into the General Fund.
l. Consider an appropriation from the General Fund in the amount of $14,681.37 for a refund of the remaining balance of inspection fees for Oakwood Acre Phase 2 in the amount of $11,405.12 and outside testing services in the amount of $3,276.25. Funds have already been deposited into the General Fund.
m. Consider authorizing a bid waiver for a sewage force main break on Straits Turnpike.  Services were performed by McAllen Building and Remodeling, Inc. for main repair and pavement repair for a total amount of $6,799.24 for the emergency work.
