Application #757 of Lynn Dayton for a permit for existing structures and ongoing activities within upland review area at 0 DiNunzio Road, Watertown, CT. 
Mr. Pilicy 

Attorney Franklin Pilicy was present on behalf of the applicant and explained the application to the Commission.  He noted for the record that the Commission had a site walk.  This is an existing construction site.  There has been a site plan approved in 2003.  The site has not changed since 2003.  The reason for this application is to acknowledge that what is there and reapprove the activity.  
Mr. Undercuffler 
There has been changes since the first approval.  We want to get this on record what is actually happening at the site.  Has there been any changes to the plan since the Commission took the site walk?  
Mr. Dayton 

Lynn Dayton of Dayton Construction was present.  He noted for the record that there has been no changes to the site since he submitted the site plan to the Commission.

Do you understand that if you add any additional activities you will need additional approval?

Mr. Polletta 

This was an IG-80 zone before this is an IG-80 zone know so whatever is allowed in the IG-80 zone is allowed to be done, correct.  

Mr. Pilicy 

It has been an IG-80 since 1985.  When Mr. Garrassino purchased their property it was rezoned to the IG-80 zone.  Mr. Garrassino purchased the property of the Town in an agreement to relocate his construction site off of Depot Street.  The town needed Mr. Garrassino to move from Depot Street.  Mr. Garrassino also had to agree to construct the Depot Square Mall.  When Mr. Garrassino relocated his business to the site it is being used exactly the same way today as it was when he relocated.  This is a construction yard.

Application #760 of David Pope for construction of a new single-family dwelling within upland review area on Lot 10 Fox Crossing Subdivision, Lovley Drive, Watertown, CT.

Mr. Pope

David Pope of 85 Northwest Drive, Watertown was present and explained the application to the Commission.  He noted for the record that the Commission has done a site walk.  After the site walk I contacted my soil scientist Henry Muller and we met on the site to review the wet spot that we walked past were a signal skunk cage was growing.  He took several soil samples and determined that it is Woodbridge fine sandy loam as noted in his report.  He notes in the report that it is not really wetland area.  It is a disturbed portion of the old farm road.  He believe the water is due to the excessive amount of rain and the snow melt.  This area is isolated to any other wetlands.  
Mr. Rafey 

I am passing the soils report out to the Commission now.  This is a small area that green when we visited the site.  The soil scientist has determined that this is not a wetlands soil.  It is not a poorly drained soil.  
Ms. Sturgis 

I am concerned with the location of the house being proposed.  Does the house actually touch the conservation area?  Is there any rules or regulations regarding house being this close to a conservation easement.  

Mr. Pope 

I do not believe the house touches the conservation easement.  

Mr. Rafey 

I am passing out the latest map submitted by the applicant.  How far is the house from the Conservation easement?  
Mr. Pope 

The corner of the house is 10’ to 12’.  
Mr. Pilicy 

Attorney Franklin Pilicy was present and advised the Commission that the lot was approved with the regulated buffer area of 50’.  The new plan has the house location still 50’ from the wetlands.  This is a better house location than the original approval location because it is further into the lot and takes advantage of a more level area.  The future buyer of this location will only proceed if the new house location is approved.  The future buyer is interested in the lot if he can build in this area for more privacy.  Taken erosion and wetlands into account this is a preferable location for this house.  
Ms. Sturgis 

We will need markers posted.  This is very close to the easement.  I am very concerned.  

Mr. Rafey 

A condition of approval of the subdivision is that they need to post the conservation easements.  

Mr. Sturgis 

I am concerned about what is being proposed for the fill needed for the driveway.  

Mr. Pope 

We have a lot of fill in the front of the yard that we will use for the driveway.  We will make the slope a 2:1 slope.  
Mr. Rafey 

In your packet you will see that I have give the Commission three maps.  One say approved house location alternative one.  This show when the subdivision was approved the location of the house in the front if the lot.  The second map was submitted with the zoning application labeled alternative two.  The garage is 54.9 from the stone wall or the property line on the left hand side.  The big map submitted is alternative three.  This shows the house closer to the wetlands and the conservation easement area.  
Mr. Polletta 

Can the house location be moved from the conservation easement.  
Mr. Pope 

Oh yes we can.  We are not up against it.  

Mr. Rafey 

Can you bring it to the Zoning setback line on the left side?  Please bring it to the zoning line and stay away from the wetlands?  Why does it have to be all the way close to the wetlands?  
Mr. Pope 

Oh yes.  Move it southerly.  
Mr. Rafey 

The whole thing, the driveway, house and garage is within the regulated area.  There is a 10’ setback requirement for driveways for the property line.
