Per your request and with regard to the above-captioned matter, enclosed please find a
memo from Terry Meyers outlining all the pre vs. post-development runoff comparisons for
the Joshua Town subdivision.

As you know, based upon your recommendation, the residents of Joshua Town Road .
received permission from the Inlands, Wetlands Commission to pave their driveways with a
mixture called “Popcorn” asphalt. When the residents attempted to obtain this mixture they
were informed that it is no longer available.

Based upon conversations with Attorney Piclicy and Terry Meyers, it is the residents
understanding that you requested that Mr. Meyers compile new runoff comparisons in order to
show the Commission that the runoff from these paved driveways will not change the overail
runoff entering Smith Pond.

A App. #413, Town of Watertown, CT — culvert replacement at Linkfield Road,
Watertown, CT.

Phillip Deleppo. Public Works Director, Town of Watertown |

Mr. Deleppo reported this project is the replacement of the existing box culvert on
Linkfield Road, just south of Bassett Road (shown) with a 5 ft. circular reinforced
concrete pipe. The current culvert has vertical end walls just a short distance off the
edge of pavement. These vertical end walls, which hold up the rotary embankment,
are made of non-masonry large rock, not cemented together. Through the ravages of
time, these rocks have been dislodged and displaced, and they’re getting settlements
on the edge of the road that are creating a real traffic hazard.

g
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Mr. Deleppo reported they are proposing to replace the box culvert and take the
vertical end walls out and extend the culvert far enough out from the edges of the
road to be able to put slopes on the sides of the road in lieu of those vertical head
walls. This will provide long term stability for the road in this area by not having to
worry about the maintenance of a retaining wall, which is essentially what is out
there now. They are putting in the steepest possible slope to guarantee stability, 2:1.
As aresult of that steepness and the height of the fill in this area, which is quite high
- well over 10 ft. tall, guard rails are required in this area. They could eliminate the
guard rail by making the slope flatter, but they would encroach on more wetlands,

Mr. Deleppo stated they will also install a drainage system i the road which consists
of two catch basins at the sag, or low point of the road, in order to catch gutter flow
that comes down the road in the structures, and discharge it in a piping system that
would discharge at the same location as the discharge point of the culvert they are
replacing. They will perform about 40 feet of channel relocation at the inlet end to
basically blend the existing channel in to conform to the shape of the inlet of the
culvert. Atthe outlet end of the existing culvert there is currently a large scour hole,
where due to the velocity of the discharge of the culvert, has eroded a hole that helps
stabilize the flow of water and it discharges out of the pond in a relatively slower
rate. They will reproduce that scour hole, because that’s eventually what would form
in this area because of the flow of water through here, and build their own scourhole.

Mr. Deleppo reported because the new outlet is going to be further downstream than
the old outlet, they will eliminate an oxbow effect, a bow in the existing channel, and
cut across from where the old scour hole was to a point about 100 feet downstream
where the existing oxbow channel comes back around. At the apex of that oxbow
there is a considerable amount of erosion as that channel makes that curve to swing
back down to the northeast, and it’s cutting into a bank over there. They will
eliminate that erosion effect by putting in the straight channel across the oxbow.
They would stabilize this area with rip rap. There’s no change in the grade of the
road, it stays pretty much the same except they might have to make a minor
adjustment to make sure they get the sag in the road at the point where the catch
basins are designed to be. They will do a slight widening of the road only about 5 fi.
just enough to get it to the minimum of 24 f1.

Ms. Van Deusen asked Mr. Deleppo to review the alternatives and give the
Commission an idea of what that cost differential would be?

Mr. Deleppo asked if she meant the alternatives that were offered in the permit
application?

Ms. Van Deusen replied yes.
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Mr. Deleppo explained they could do nothing, but that wasn’t acceptable because the
public’s safety was being compromised. Another alterative they could do is replace
the existing retaining wall. That would basically amount to either removing it and
replacing it, but put it in properly which would require dismantling the entire
roadway because a gravity type wall would require a considerable amount of material
behind the face of the wall to keep it in place. It would be very expensive and the
road would be out of service for quite some time. It is definitely a much more
expensive proposition than what they are proposing right now, although it is the least
environmentally damaging because the footprint of this project stays where it is, it
does not encroach any further outside of the existing embankment.

Mr. Deleppo reported they also looked at making the road narrower. They are
proposing to have a 5 fi. grass snow shelf on the side of the road where the pitch
would be back towards the road. Another alternative could be making the slope
steeper. The existing road is only about 20 fi. wide, which is right at the absolute
minimum, They are proposing the recommended or desirable width, but still a
minimum of 24 ft. To make it narrower, they would create a situation that is less
than desirable. That shelf basically provides the opportunity for salt laden water to
run off into the road rather than down the embankment where it might have an
erosive effect. They also need support for the guard rail, which needs to be set a
certain distance off of the edge of the road, and a certain distance away form the
slope that falls off behind it, in order that the earth will properly support it when it
gets hit, 5 fi. is about the minimum as a balance between distance from the edge of
the road and distance from the back of the slope to support it.

Mr. Deleppo stated both of those features, the width of the road and the width of the
snow shelf, have a direct effect on the footprint. It’s not like a slope where they have
amagnified effect. Ifthey reduce the width of the road by one foot, they only reduce
the width of the footprint on the wetlands by 1 foot, so it’s a direction relationship.
The same thing applies to the snow shelf Ifthey take the 2:1 slope and reduce it to
1:1 then depending on the height of it, it could have a considerable difference. If
they made the slope steeper from 2:1 to 1:1 and it’s 10 ft. high, they could have a 10
ft. narrower footprint on the wetlands. The only problem with that is they are already
at 2:1, which is considered to be pretty much the maximum steepness to have a stable
slope. They basically discounted all of those alternatives as not being desirable.

Ms. Van Deusen stated the only one that might be feasible would be to replace the
existing retaining wall, but that will be very expensive. She asked if Mr. Deleppo
knew what the difference was? '

Mr. Deleppo replied no, but it would be considerable, and the road would be out of
service for quite awhile.
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Approved:

Mr. Cianciolo stated there seems to be a lot of livestock that water in that area.
Would the rip rap going into the pond cause any havoc with the livestock’s hooves?

Mr. Deleppo replied he discussed that with Frank Gustafson. That pond was not
intended as a watering hole. Mr. Gustafson had no-objection to this proposal.
Possibly in an area closest to the outlet, where there is no rip rap, they could put
some other type of treatment in there that would allow the cattle to go down on it,
rather than on top of the rip rap. He would depend on Mr. Gustafson for advice to
whether that was necessary.

Ms. Van Deusen asked if anyone from the public wished to speak? There were none.

Phillip Deleppo, Public Works Director, Town of Watertown

Mr. Deleppo reported this was the replacement of an existing driveway culvert at 377
Hamilton Avenue (shown). The driveway bisects the plan (shown). They are at this
juncture, at this private driveway with this private culvert, because the Town has a
storm sewer system on Hamilton Avenue, upstream of this driveway, that has a
discharge into this wetlands area that is not protected by an easement. The Town
never required an easement. These people started having problems with the flowing
of their driveway after heavy rains, and it led them to an investigation where they
found they didn’t have the easement that gave them the right to make this discharge.
He discussed this with the Public Works Committee, who decided it would be

worthwhile doing this work in lieu of compensation to get the easement. In other’

words, this would make right a situation, and they in tum would give the Town the
easement to permit this discharge.

S
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Mr. Deleppo stated they investigated to see if they could find what kind of drainage
system was there in the past, because when they first came upon the scene, there
didn’t appear to be anything to allow the water to drain under the driveway. They
made a couple of test excavations and eventually came up with a pipe that had been
buried for quite some time. One of the alternatives they discussed in their permit
application was to make an excavation at the mnlet and try to clean it out. They
suspect that this pipe is plugged so solid that when they try to clean it out, it would
be less effort to replace it. They would replace it on a grade and in an alignment that
would work, versus they don’t know what’s going on in there. They don’t know
what happens between the inlet and the outlet. He proposed to just replace it.

Mr. Deleppo reported it calls for the installation of 100 feet of 15 inch pipe, and they
will start at the downstream end which is to the rear of house #375. There is a pipe
that discharges into a channel behind the house that has running water. They are
proposing to start at the bottom of that channel and make no excavation downstream
of this point, so they won’t disturb anything downstream. They would start at that
point and run, on a straight line, up to the upstream side of the driveway, and then
cross under the driveway below frost, at 42 inches, and upstream of the driveway, is
where the pipe would come to daylight. However, that would be down about 3 feet,
which means in order to channel the wetlands area to drain into that, they would have
to do considerable excavation upstream. Rather than doing that, they opted for a DG
Box, which is basically a square structure with a notch cut out of one side that's
about 2 feet by 18 inches. It will only require the re-channelization upstream of that
structure 2 much shorter distance to get that 18 inches of depth down into the culvert
versus going down 3 feet. They greatly reduce the amount of impact that they will
have with re-channelizing upstream of that DG Box by making that type of an
installation.

Mr. Deleppo stated for some added protection, because this driveway doesn’t have a
lot of head room above the wetlands area, they would propose to put about 100 feet
of paving in the area where water would have a tendency to flow over the thing. That
would keep this area stable. Rather than having gravel wash going downstream, it
would be stable because it would be paved.

Ms. Van Deusen asked if there is paperwork behind this? Does the landowner sign
off on something?

Mr. Deleppo replied yes. Before they started the landowner would have to grant
them an easement. Nothing will happen until they get the easement.

Mr. Cianciolo asked if the DG Box was relatively maintenance free?
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Mr, Deleppo replied even in nature, they have the transport of sediment. That
sediment will wind up in that structure, so that will have to be cleaned out in time.
1t’s no different than if they put a pipe there, like the pipe is right now; which was
basically buried in sediment because it wasn’t maintained. Everything requires
maintenance in a watercourse with sediment transport. -

M. Cianciolo asked if the Town would be responsible for that?

Mr. Deleppo replied no. The agreement with the property owners would be this is

given to them free and clear with no responsibility on the part of the Town, other

than the installation, in return for the easement.

Mr. Tomsheck asked if the short upstream run would have rip rap on it?

Mr. Deleppo replied no. It will be such a flat grade that they’ll just reseed it. There

is now water typically running in there. The only time they have water there is from

runoff. There’s water coming out of the storm system sewer up above, which is

about 150 feet away, but by the time that water gets through this wetlands, it isn’t

flowing anymore. It’s perced into the ground.,

Ms. Van Deusen asked if anyone from the public wished to speak? There were none.

Mr. Blanchette stated they were representing BM.I in this preliminary
discussion, and a formal application would be filed shortly. This was the original
plan they approached the Planning and Zoning Commission and this Commission
with. Due to site constraints and grading, the Planning and Zoning Commission
won’t accept the original plan. They had to come up with alternatives for that,
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Mr. Blanchette reported in order to alleviate the problems with the steepness of
the driveways, they extended the driveway itself.

The only thing they had to change was to get this
driveway to be a longer driveway in order to get the grades to the proper gradient.
During the site walk, this was the area in question (shown) where they would be
encroaching into the actual wetland area. The area here and here (shown) is still
within the regulated area. Due to the grades, they really are stuck. They can’t go
forward any closer this way, and can’t move any further this way or this way
{shown).

Mr. Blanchette stated another thing this Commission wanted to see was exactly
what the size of the wetlands area was. He finally got a plan from The Torrington
Company. He showed where the crossroads of Echo Lake and Park Road were
and he outlined where the property line was. Inred is the wetland boundaries, and
they can see where it extends up into The Torrington Company’s property.

Ms. Van Deusen stated it was a pretty large wetland.

Mr. Blanchette agreed. The area he was talking about was the little triangle
(shown). Depending on the final grade, this will probably be a maximum
disturbance of about 1,200 sq. ft. They want some input from this Commission.
They have been talking to Mr. Deleppo about some of the options as far as what
to do. It’s to the point now where if this Commission is somewhat comfortable
with this, they would make a formal application to this Commission and the
Planning and Zoning Commission.

Ms. Van Deusen stated she wanted to see the runoff from the building minimized
as much as possible, When they originally came before this Commission, they
had mentioned there would be some ameliorating things down the water flow that
they could do for the Town. She thought that would be important to highlight in

Mr. Cianciolo stated right before where the barn foundation was there was a big
grove of evergreens. :

Mr. Rafey stated there were some young trees that someone asked whether the
Town could use to transfer to a park?

Mr. Blanchette replied some of the spruces have gotten to be such a substantial
size. . . the owner would love to save them. He is going out of his mind trying to
find any little area that they could save whatever spruce they can on the property.
He was sure the owner wouldn’t have any problem with the Town taking those
trees if they wanted them.

Ms. Barton stated she would look into whether there was some need for those
trees i the community.

Mr. Cianciolo suggested they publish something in the Town Times.

Ms. Barton replied they wouldn’t want to send the public onto private property.
She would check to see if the Parks and Recreation Department had any need for
those trees.

Normally
they require on site detention, but because this site is so tight, if it doesn’t get
done, the mitigation downstream has to be substantial, especially in this
watershed. They would make it very clear in the application that this it might be
more beneficial downstream, so they will go through that analysis.

Ms. Van Deusen stated she wanted to make it not either/or, but could be one and
the other.

Mr. Blanchette stated they might detain some of it on the property, etc.
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Ms. Van Deusen stated including as many variables as possible would give them
latitude,

Mr. Blanchette stated the engineer will figure it out.

Ms. Van Deusen stated the next thing for Mr. Blan_chette to do is submit a formal
application and come back before this Commission again.

Discussion on the Progress of Work at John Trumbull Elementary School located
on Buckingham Street and Echo Lake Road, Watertown.

Ms. Barton stated they have done quite a bit of work, Part of this Commission’s
approval required a detention basin planted with wetland plantings, but apparently
that was never put out to bid. David Lord has designed that plan and Terry
Meyers has put it on the plan. Mr. Lord will supervise whatever contractor does
the installation. Wetland plantings will be put in Ponds #1 and #2, and they have
submitted the plan for the mitigation of the wetland creation up by the State
Highway. Mr. Lord has designed that as well, and it will go out to bid.

Ms. Barton reported near the washout on the first pond, adjacent to Echo Lake
Road, Terry Meyers designed a swale with additional boulders and a bermed arca
on either side. Mr. Deleppo is still reviewing that. Right now the water coming
down is so tremendous it just washes that area out and it actually goes into the
detention pond and eventually impacts downstream.

Mr. Rafey stated it was eroded and this was the pipe (shown).

Ms. Barton reported this new plan will slow down the velocity of the water and
the pipes won’t be seen from the road. Once they get that planting area done,
instead of it rushing out like it does now, it will spread out into that wetland area
and not come down in such a velocity down that hill. He is still evaluating the
swale and how they are going to stabilize that slope. She thought it might need to
be anchored with that matting and then seeded, but that’s still being analyzed.
Hopefully when they put that wetland area in, that wiil slow down the velocity
and wherever they put the matting will be able to anchor and hold. They want a
permanent solution because this has been on-going.

Mz, Rafey stated the problem wasn’t the water coming into the swale, but rather
the water that comes out of this pipe.

Ms Barton stated it was both.

Mr. Tomsheck stated where they both meet creates a tremendous . . . .
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Ms. Barton replied exactly. Changing the angle of the pipe and taking away some
of that velocity will help.

Ms. Van Deusen asked what about the fact that there’s not an inch of topsoil on
the entire site? '

Ms. Barton stated as part of this hole punch list of items, Fusco has said that there
is topsoil on the site, but it’s poor quality. They were supposed to get an
Agronomist to review the topsoil and determine where it was. There are different
levels of topsoil in different locations. The material that was taken and brought to
Deland Field was not very good and had to be mixed with other soils, so she’s not
sure what the real answer is. If doesn’t appear to grow a lot of vegetation, and she
didn’t know if that was indicative of that, or because it was so moved around and
it became impervious. The edge of the driveway has lush grass, so why doesn’t
the field look that way.

Ms. Van Deusen stated the field is scary, because there’s nothing to hold anything
if things start to let loose.

Ms. Barton stated with the weather they’ve had, and with good topsoil, they
should have very lush vegetated growth. Fusco Corporation was going to have
someone evaluate the fopsoil.

Ms. Van Deusen asked if that Committee was still involved?

Ms. Barton replied the Executive Building Committee was still involved, and they
were holding back some funds.

Ms. Van Deusen asked if this Commission should write 2 memo to the Executive
Building Committee stating they couldn’t find any topsoil on this site?

Ms. Barton replied they could do that.
Ms. Van Deusen asked if the members felt comfortable sending a memo?
Mz. Cianciolo stated it was important.

Mr. Tomsheck stated the fact that the Executive Building Committee knows this
Commission was still looking would go a long way.

Mr. Cianciolo stated he was concerned with the area where children actually play.
There are a few issues with the grates being relatively large enough for small
children’s feet to fall into, and there are plastic drain tie ups that are exposed.
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Ms. Barton stated they should take that up with Bob LeBlanc, the Chairman of the
Executive Building Committee. He created the punch list and has been through
that building numerous times. He has gone over the grounds as well.

Mr. Cianciolo stated there is hardly any grass for the children to play on either.

Mr. Tomsheck stated they were led to believe that was the finest topsoil in the
world.

Ms. Van Deusen agreed.

Ms. Barton stated she thought they would have tested it prior to moving it off site,
but didn’t know if that was done.

Ms. Van Deusen asked if they sold some of that topsoil as well?
Ms. Barton replied they gave it to a contactor in exchange for services.

MOTION: (Mr. Tomsheck, sec. Ms. Kuegler) to have Ms. Barton draft a letter
to the Executive Building Committee.

Ms. Van Deusen asked when they would do the area up close to the road?

Ms. Barton replied as soon as possible; they have to go out to bid.

Ms. Van Deusen asked if it would be a concern if it wasn’t done by the Spring?

Ms. Barton replied they will do it as soon as they can. She wasn’t sure what the
timeframe would be.

Mr. Tomsheck stated what would happen if the ground froze?

Ms. Barton replied she didn’t know; it depended on the bidding. She wasn’t sure
of the timeframe.

Ms. Van Deusen stated it was a sloppy job.

Ms. Barton replied the problem was it was never really stabilized. It’s a tough
piece of property; that’s why it was vacant for so long.

Discussion on Purchase of Paparazzo Property located at the end of New Wood
Road, Watertown, CT by the Town of Watertown.

Ms. Barton reported this is the property off of New Wood Road and Bunker Hill
Road that the Town is attempting to purchase. 37.6 acres would remain as
conservation. There was some discussion about the land trust. The remaining
acreage is 96.8 acres. There are wetlands involved and slopes. She showed the
different locations on the map. This is the last big chunk of open space in this
area. The Town will apply for a grant from the Open Space Fund. This was
approved as an industrial subdivision back in 1987. They want to put fields and
passive recreation on this property. They need a letter from this Commission
stating they support this proposal for the grant. This property is adjacent to the
Sperry Pond property in Middlebury. There is some indication that Mr. Sperry
might donate this property here (shown) so it might actually create this big open
space area on the Middlebury/Watertown line.

Mr. Tomsheck asked how much of this property is wetlands?

Ms. Barton showed him the wetlands on the map. The only wetland parcel that is
staying in here is the ponding area (shown). If the Town decides to do anything in
the future, besides fields, this was designed originally for industrial area.

Mr. Tomsheck stated he was on this Commission when they developed Veteran’s
Park. They putin the roads and the pass spots around the ponds, and they cleaned
up everything.

Ms. Barton replied this parcel was never developed industrially because there’s a
capacity issue for the sewer line. Mr. Paparazzo had this approved, and the
capacity increase in the sewer line was $1,000,000 back in 1987. There were
other issues as well.

Mr. Tomsheck asked if the Town just redesigned that first curve near the
Panilaitis Farm?

Ms. Barton replied yes, but Mr. Paparazzo wouldn’t do that work when the Town
asked him to. This parcel is now zoned industrial, but it’s really not suited for
industrial. If it was rezoned to residential, and had septic tanks, it could
accommodate 60 homes, but with water and sewer it could accommodate about
150 homes. This is a large parcel. If something doesn’t happen industrially, she
could imagine someone trying to have this parcel rezoned to residential.

Ms. Kuegler asked if the Town was applying for the grant?
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Ms. Barton replied yes. The Town won’t give it out to the Land Trust right away,
maybe 2 years down the road. That has something to do with the grant.

Ms. Kuegler stated she thought the grant required so much money being set aside?
Ms. Barton replied either matching funds or work 1 kind.

Mr. Tomsheck asked if Watertown owns land in Middlebury, will they annex that
land?

Ms. Barton replied no, it would just be part of the Middlebury preserve and will
stay in Middlebury.

Mr. Tomsheck asked if taxes would be paid to Middlebury?

Ms. Barton replied this would be non-profit. This would all be connected to the
Sperry Land Trust. The Planning and Zoning Commission, the Economic
Development Commission and the Town Council were very excited about this
project, They probably should have invited this Commission and the Parks and
Recreation Commission to that meeting as well

Mr. Cianciolo asked what was the feasibility of that being industrial?

Ms. Barton replied probably not that much because of the capacity issue.

Ms. Van Deusen stated that’s probably why he’s doing it this way.

Ms. Barton stated that’s exactly right.

Ms. Van Deusen asked where the wetlands were?

Ms. Barton showed her the wetlands locations on the map.

Mr. Cianciolo stated the reason he asked if it was truly able to be industrialized is
because there is a feeling in Town that they should consider this for an industrial

park.

Ms. Kuegler stated there were letters in the Town Times today from W.0.T.A. to
that effect.

Ms. Barton replied this parcel would more than likely be rezoned residential
because the sewers would be too expensive. This is a very pristine area.
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Mr. Tomsheck stated Mr. Paparazzo did guite a turnaround because when this
Commission initially wanted to walk that property, he wouldn’t give them
permission. They had to stand at the end of New Wood Road and look over,

Ms. Van Deusen agreed.

Ms. Barton reported the price is now $1,500,000.

Ms. Van Deusen asked what that equaled per acre?

Ms. Barton replied she didn’t know.

Ms. Van Deusen asked if that was on par for what 1t sells for?

Ms. Barton replied it’s less of a price than what it sells for. That was their
appraisal, and now the Town is doing an appraisal.

Ms. Kuegler reported the newspaper said it was $275,000 less than the appraisal
value.

Ms. Barton replied she didn’t see the Town’s appraisal, so she didn’t know. The
industrial value is really not there, but there is residential value.

Mr. Rafey stated residential is not a good use for the Town.
Ms. Barton stated it’s a bargain price for the Town for a park system. They would
get some money from the grant, and then bond the rest of it. There aren’t enough

playing fields in Watertown for the children.

Mr. Rafey replied right now there is nothing they can do; they have to wait until
Spring. He was not in favor of them disturbing the site at this time because they
cannot stabilize it.

Ms. Rigopulos asked what would happen when they get warmer weather, after the
freeze, and there’s erosion, and then it freezes again, and then there’s more
erosion, assuming all the silt, etc., is going into the detention centers?
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Mr. Rafey replied there is some vegetation on site. It’s not exposed soil. They
probably won’t have a major erosion problem. At that time they can see if there is
a need for more silt fence or hay bales. They may ask them to put more silt fence
around the ponds.

Mr. Rafey reported he put this on the Agenda because there was an emergency
situation, and Mr. Deleppo had to do something to control the flooding problem.
Ms. Van Deusen gave Mr. Rafey authorization to give them a permit to do that.

Ms. Rigopulos read aloud the letter from Mr. Deleppo:

“To: Moosa Rafey, Assistant Zoning Enforcement Officer

From: Phil Deleppo, Director of Public Works

Date: November 29, 2000

Re;  Jericho Road, Roadway Flooding and Beaver Dam at the Pond

Since our 10/12/00 memo to you, the beavers have added to their dam creating
additional bypass flow around the other end of the embankment. This additional
impoundment has also caused seepage through the embankment that we added
prior to the 10/12/00 memo. The depth of the additional impoundment, seepage
through the embankment and bypass flow have created a condition that we believe
to be a potential threat to the public using the road adjacent to the pond

We had the Connecticut DEP make a field evaluation of the condition. They
provided us with information of “beaver-proof” devices for controlling the level
of the pond. We propose to install one such device, the “Clemson Leveler”. With
the installation of this device we intend to maintain the pond level at an elevation
two feet lower than its current elevation. In order to make this installation we
must remove a portion of the beaver dam and allow the pond to drain. Following
the installation, we will make a “starter” repair of the dam, then let the beavers
finish the job. The water will impound naturally over time.
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The above is a temporary, emergency measure, Our ultimate goal is to provide a
more stable habitat by horizontally and vertically realigning the road to create a
more substantial embankment with more beaver friendly outlet works. This will
be the subject of a future wetlands permit application.

Mr. Rafey stated after he received this memo, he called Ms. Van Deusen and told
her that Mr. Deleppo needed an emergency approval for this project. Then went
to the site and looked at the pond, and Ms. Van Deusen authorized Mr. Rafey to
issue a permit to just put that device. In the future, if they want to do anything
with Jericho Road or the pond, they have to come to this Commission and submit
an application.

Mr. Rafey replied the Planning and Zoning Office, the Building Inspector, and the
Health Department will all move to the new building.

Ms. Rigopulos asked if all three departments were sharing the expenses?

Mr. Rafey replied there were some other items they wanted to buy, and they put
those on the Planning and Zoning Commission’s and the Zoning Board of
Appeals’ Budgets. The items he already mentioned were put on this

Commission’s budget.

Ms. Van Deusen stated basically the front part of this budget was Zoning Board of
Appeals, Planning and Zoning . . .

Mr. Rafey replied no. This is only Conservation Commission.

Ms. Van Deusen replied basically it was a one third split against those three.

Mr, Rafey replied they have similar budgets, but some items are different.

Mr. Cianciolo asked where they were moving to?

Mr. Rafey replied the Depot Square Mall.

Ms. Rigopulos asked what would move into the second floor of the Annex?

Mr. Rafey replied the Finance Department would move to the second floor. The
first floor will be the Town Manager, the three secretaries, and Mr. Frigon, as well
as the proposed part time atforney (not hired yet). He asked if they agreed with

the purchase of the TV and VCR?

Everyone said yes.
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Mr. Rafey stated they want to buy a video camera, to record violations on site, etc.
That’s $495.00.

Everyone agreed to that purchase as well.

Mzr. Rafey stated they also need some filing cabinets.

Mr. Cianciolo asked if the Department had a Digital Camera?

Mr. Rafey replied they put that under the Zoning Board of Appeal’s Budget.
Mr. Cianciolo felt that was a wise investment.

Mr. Rafey stated the Zoning Board of Appeals wanted a lap top computer that
could be brought to the meetings and would have all the regulations and
Connecticut Statutes in it. All Commissions could use that, All of the equipment
they are proposing to purchase could be used by all three commissions. They also
need some filing cabinets. Most of the documents are in cardboard boxes at the
Town Hall, and they want to move all files to the same place. They will need 5
filing cabinets, at $125.00 each, totaling $625.00. There is another mobile filing
cabinet inside the office that they can move from one desk to another, costing
$120.00. If this Commission wants to change or add anything, they can,
otherwise they can approve it now if they want to,

Ms. Rigopulos thought it was good, but wanted a listing of additional new things
that were put on the other committees, so this Commission knows what’s coming
n, what’s available for use.

Mr. Rafey stated once the budget passes, and they get the money to buy these
things, they’ll get a list of everything they have in the office. This budget might
be approved in July. He thought it was a good idea for the Commission members
to attend the budget meetings to defend their budget.

Mzr. Cianciolo asked if the Town had a web site?

Mr. Rafey replied no, he didn’t think so.

Ms. Kuegler stated the Library has a web site.

Mt. Rafey stated there is no web site with general information about the Town.

Ms. Van Deusen stated the Town Council is still discussing that.
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Mz, Cianciolo suggested instead of buying a lap top computer, it would be nice to
have a web site where people could apply for applications, view the rules and
regulations, etc. '

Mr. Rafey stated that issue should be discussed with the Town Council because
someone has to be responsible for updating that site.

Ms. Kuegler stated the Town Council would have to hire one person just to do
that.

Mr. Rafey stated they couldn’t put that on this budget; it’s too big.

Ms. Van Deusen stated this is essentially the same as the current year. Where
were the increases in salaries?

Mr. Rafey stated on the first page it shows 1999/2000, Appropriated and Actual
Paid. The second column shows Fiscal Year 2000/2001. The last one is for
2001/2002. This is the one they were going to approve tonight.

Mr. Cianciolo asked what they spent in Advertising?
Mr. Rafey replied that was for legal notices in the newspapers.

Mr. Cianciolo stated they have always said that they should print an article in the
Town Times to make the public more aware of some of the things they shouldn’t
be doing, like cutting down trees, etc. Maybe they could put a little more money
in that Advertising line item and . . .

Ms. Rigopulos stated if they wanted to put something like that in the Waterbury
Republican American, they just had to call Cindy Gillis and she would write an
article about that.

Ms. Van Deusen stated Ms. Gillis had resigned from the Waterbury Republican
American, and there was no replacement at this time. She was sure the next
person would do it though.

Ms. Rigopulos stated the Town Times could probably interview Ms. Van Deusen,
Mr. Rafey, and Ms. Barton, and it would be free, because it would be an article.
This is definitely something that should be done, so people know what they can
and cannot do.

Mr. Rafey stated most people do call his office if they’re not sure about doing a
project and ask for advice.

Ms. Rigopulos stated it would be nice to educate the public.
